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Grammar: Prepositions of movement 

Prepositions are also called ‘dynamic’. We use them to show movement to or from a place. 

1/ ACROSS 

We use ACROSS to show movement from one side of a surface to another. 

Example: They swam across the river.(=they swam from one side to another) 

2/ TO 

We use TO to show movement with a specific destination. 

Example: I went to Australia. The dog ran to his owner. 

3/ THROUGH 

We use THROUGH to show movement from one side of an indoor or enclosed space to the other. 

Example: The train went through the tunnel
