Grammar: DEMONSTRATIVES

1/ DEMONSTRATIVE ADJECTIVES

We use them with nouns to show proximity

a) THIS and THESE

THIS and THESE refer to things or people near in space and time.
This is singular. Its plural equivalent is THESE.

Example :

This year, I'm going to South America - near in time
These pens are mine - near in distance

Common phrases : these days / to this day

b) THAT and THOSE

i) far in distance and time
THAT and THOSE refer to things or people far in distance and time.

THAT is singular. Its plural equivalent is THOSE.

Example :
That day, we went to the forest - far in time

Those dogs are my neighbours’ - far in distance

ii) THAT and THOSE as a second reference
THAT and THOSE can also refer to something that someone referred to before.

Example :

-‘Let’s eat pizza!
-that’s a good idea!’ (‘that’ is a reference to ‘let’s eat pizza’)

iii) Negative connotation

They can also have a negative connotation.
That man is really rude

Those kids are annoying

2/ DEMONSTRATIVE PRONOUNS

Demonstrative pronouns can stand alone.

a) This and these
This and these refer to elements which are nearby in space and time.

We usually use this to introduce new people.

Example:
This is great.

That was nice.
This is Sheila and this is James.

b) That and those
That and those still refer to elements which are far in space and time.
These are perfect !
